Field of Study: Environment and Energy

Goal of your project: (include why your research/project is important to your field; how is it going to enhance you as an individual) 
My goal is to learn how to preserve the environment and to try and change the way dams work to make them more environmentally friendly. This research and my action will help further my knowledge later in life to help take a bigger action towards protecting the environment.
Potential Committee Members: (Who would help enhance your project?) 
Some potential committee members for my project could be Mrs. Greer, a staff member at the Virginia Aquarium, and a staff member at the Environmental Protection Agency. 
Research Question: (What are you trying to prove, or contribute to your field?) 
How can current energy sources be revised or new ones created to generate more energy, but also be environmentally friendly? 
Action: (event, internship – where, why?) 
Internship – Chesapeake Bay Foundation or the Environmental Protection Agency

Product (Maybe) – Designing of an eco-friendly dam

Target Date: (when and why then?)
 I would like to complete my actions by the middle of January to have time to prepare my presentations. I would hopefully like to complete my internship during the winter break. 
Action’s Connectivity to Research: 
The internship would contribute to the existing energy sources and their effect on the environment. The designing of an environmentally friendly dam would make me think critically about creating new sources of energy.
Beneficiaries: (Who, besides you, will benefit from your project?)
Companies who are looking for a design for a new dam design will benefit from the action if they choose my design. The organization that I intern with would also benefit from my internship
Support: (What organizations might you seek out for support or to benefit?)
I might seek support from the Environmental Protection Agency, the Virginia Aquarium, or the Chesapeake Bay Foundation.
Publicity/Marketing: (How will you specifically market your event, or market yourself to get an internship?) 
I would improve my resume, get an interview, send the interviewer a Thank You letter, and then show the organization that I intern at the design for the dam. 
Cost Analysis: (What do you specifically need to buy to make your action happen?  How much will it cost you?)
I would have to buy gas for transportation to the organization where I would intern. I also might have to but a designing program for the computer for my designing of the dam. 
Sustainability: 

The research will help out myself and possibly others who are looking into the renovation of existing energy sources. The dam would also last a long time if a company adopted the design to use.
